The Quinault Indian Reservation (QIR), located on Washington State’s scenic Olympic Peninsula,
includes approximately 160k acres of timberland producing 47 million board feet annually. The Quinault
Division of Natural Resources is seeking an experienced professional to oversee approximately 2,100
miles of QIR roads in support of forest management activities.

Primary Functions:

e Acts as lead technical expert regarding the development and maintenance of the QIR’s forest roads
network
Prepares and administrates road use agreements for commercial hauling

e Executes grant-funded road improvement projects

e Oversees the management and use of gravel pits utilized for road development
