INTRODUCTION:
The Northern Region is conducting an outreach to gage interest for a Permanent Assignment for its Civil (Structural) Engineer position, located in the Regional Office in Missoula, MT.  The Permanent Position will be advertised shortly.
The position will be telework eligible.  The Duty Station for the Permanent position will be located at a Forest Service Office within Region 1. The final determination of the Permanent Duty Station will be made by the Selecting Official at the time of the job offer.  Occasional travel will be required for the permanent position.  
About the Position:  The position reports to the Northern Regional Bridge Program Manager. Overall, this position assists with activities related to the management of the regional road and trail bridge program.  

The incumbent will be responsible for a wide range of structural engineering activities with oversite from the Regional Bridge Program Manger including, but not limited to:  

1. Field work and office visits supporting the regional road and trail bridge program, including routine bridge inspections and specialized inspections.  The work may be physically strenuous and performed in remote locations that are difficult to access.  Work may involve driving in remote areas and walking in steep terrain with limited communication.  The Incumbent should be able to meet the qualifications of a Bridge Inspection Team Leader within a year of hire.
2. Travel may encompass approximately 25% of the time, within recognized travel funding constraints.
3. Technical structural design, and design and review of plans for culverts, road bridges, trail bridges, retaining walls, and other structures.  The work includes new designs, rehabilitations, and major maintenance.    
4. Working knowledge of AASHTO’s  LRFD Bridge Design Specifications, AASHTO Manual for Bridge Evaluation,  FHWA National Bridge Inspection Standards, and National Design Specification for Wood Construction.
5. Knowledge of design and behavior of various building materials such as wood, concrete, and steel.
6. Develops and modifies bridge or other structures engineered plans and specifications for new construction using AutoCAD.
7. Ability to develop rigorous calculations for the design of bridges or other engineered structures, perform bridge load ratings and analysis of bridge overload permits. 
8. Providing technical assistance for public works construction projects and for contracts with architectural/engineering consultants, including certification as a Contracting Officer’s Representative (COR).
9. Assists Bridge Program manager with regional bridge inspection training.

Qualification Requirements:  Those interested must meet U.S. Office of Personnel Management (OPM) grade Qualification Standards for General Schedule Positions – GS-0810 series. To fully qualify, the individual must meet all the OPM qualification standards covered in the OPM Qualification Standards Handbook at http://www.opm.gov/qualifications/index.html, plus the knowledge and experience required by the position.   Applicant must have one year of specialized experience at the next lower level.  Specialized experience is that which has equipped the applicant with the knowledge, skills, and abilities to perform successfully the duties of the position that is typically in or related to the work of the position to be filled.  Professional engineering registration in any state will be a requirement.
