PRIMARY DUTIES OF THIS POSITION (AT FULL PERFORMANCE):
· This position is established to perform a variety of fire information tasks including planning and implementation of incident information communication functions as part of the overall fire management program.  
· This position assists in providing communication advice, consultation, and support to Forest Service staffs on wildland fire programs including suppression and prescribed fire. 

· The incumbent is responsible for recommending strategic communication plans and product development supporting wildland fire and prescribed fire programs in support of media initiatives, internal communication, social media advancements and partner/stakeholder/congressional involvement. 

· This position also provides wildland fire and prescribed fire communication guidance, advice and oversight to public affairs specialists on the Forest and Grassland units in the Region.

· Works with External Affairs staff members to incorporate wildland fire and prescribed fire communication planning into media, legislative, social media and other communication areas. 


THE ORGANIZATION
The Helena - Lewis and Clark National Forest is located in west central Montana and manages nearly 2.9 million acres. It straddles the Continental Divide and encompasses headwaters of both the Missouri and Columbia River systems. Elevations range from about 3,500 feet to over 9,000 feet. Precipitation varies from 10 to 60 inches across the forest. The forest offers a diversity of environments ranging from open, rolling sage and grassland, to dense timbered mountain slope, to alpine meadows and parks. The forest has a rich cultural history, including mining claims (both large and small-scale operations), unique front and backcountry recreational opportunities, wilderness areas, nationally recognized trails and river corridors, and ski resorts. The Helena-Lewis and Clark has two Supervisor’s Offices and six Ranger Districts with 300 employees and offices located at Helena, Great Falls, Choteau, Augusta, Stanford, Harlowton, Neihart, White Sulphur Springs, Townsend, and Lincoln.

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION
Climate - Residents of the areas enjoy all four seasons. The summer temperatures range from the 70s to the 80s with some warmer days. The winter temperatures range from -15 degrees to the mid-20s, intermixed with some colder spells.
